The commitment and functions of the advisory council was addressed. The need for expertise to assist the coordinator with the programming and trends in the community was the focus of the meeting.

The Lights on Afterschool Program is scheduled for October 22, 2009 at Penn Wood Middle School in Darby. The Press release has been sent out and we expect many SES vendors to support this event. This will be an opportunity for parents to choose the provider who will assist their child with out-of-school time tutoring services.

The Monitoring visit from PDE will be conducted during January 12, 2010. The coordinator is requesting support form the advisory council and others so that we can prove the effectiveness of our program services.

The afterschool programs will be held at Cypress Street and Green Avenue campuses beginning October 19, 2009. The Lights on Afterschool program will be the kick-off for the afterschool programs. It is important that everyone who will assist with the program would arrive approximately no later than 4:00 PM.

Parents, Teresa Overton and Sharon Thompson agreed to assist with the initial set-up. LaTina Dean also planned to attend and help with the initial set-up. Questions were answered in reference to the type of tutoring program that will be held. Antonio Greene explained the change to the program.
